External Connectors

Line In (Blue):

This is a stereo line-level input that can be used to
record into an audio recording program.

Mic In (pink):

Themic inputallows you to connectamono microphone
for recording, videophone or voice recognition
applications.




Front Out (green):

This jack should connect to powered left and right
speakers located to the left and right of your computer
monitor. If youhave a two speakers stereo setup, this is
the jack to use. You can also plug a pair of stereo
headphones into this jack.

Rear Out (black):

This line-level output should be connected to powered
Left and Right Surround speakers. These speakers
should located to your left and right sides, behind your
head.

Surround Out (black):

This line-level output connects to powered left and
right center support channel speakers. These speakers
should be located directly to your left and right sides as
you are looking at your computer monitor.

Center/Subwoofer (orange):

This line-level output connects to powered Center and
Subwoofer speakers. The Center channel speakers
should be directly above or below your monitor and the
subwoofer canjust go about anywhere it will fit in your
room.

S/PDIF Out:

The Digital Outputjackis a S/PDIF Coaxial output you
can use with an RCA cable to connect to a digital
recorder, mixer or surround receiver. A 75 Ohm digital
coaxial cable is required for this type of connection.




Hardware Installation

General instructions for installing the card are provided
below. Since the design of computer cases and
motherboards vary, refer to your computer reference
manual for further information, if needed.

Static Electricity Discharge may permanently damage
your system. Discharge any static electricity build up in
your body by touching your computer case for a few
seconds. Avoid any contact with internal parts and
handle cards only by their external edges.

1. Turn OFF the power to your computer.

2. Unplugthe power cord and remove your computer
cover.

3. Removetheslotbracket from an available PCI slot.

4.  Carefully align the card to the selected PCI slot,
push the board down firmly, but gently, until it is
well seated.

5. Replace the slot bracket holding screw to secure
the card.

6. Connect one end of the audio cable from your
CD-ROM or DVD-player to the CD-In or Aux-Inon
the soundcard.

7. Replace the computer cover and reconnect the
power cord.
