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Hardware Installation

1. Power off all devices you plan to connect to
this converter.

2. Connect your SDI source to the converter’s
SDI IN connector using a SDI cable (not
included).

3. Connect your displays to the converter’s
SDI OUT or HDMI OUT connectors using
a SDI or HDMI cable respectively (not
included).

4. Connect the converter's power adapter.
5. Turn on the displays, then the SDI source.
6. The 3G-SDI to HDMI Converter is now ready

to use.
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Dip Switch

• Re-Clock: Receives a signal and retransmits
it at a higher level and /or higher power, or
onto the other side of an obstruction, so the
signal can cover longer distances
