Setting Up Your Keyboard & Mouse

Use the snap-open legs on the bottom of the
keyboard toadjust the tilt/height for your comfort.

1. Insert the battery into the keyboard and
mouse. Turn on the mouse.

2. Plug the USB Wireless Receiver into a USB
port of the computer. The driver will install
automatically.

3.  The Wireless Multimedia Mini Keyboard &
Mouse are ready to use.

PairingInstructions

This wireless keyboard set comes with auto-

pairing function. Only if the system is not

responding, you can try tounplug the USBreceiver
and follow the steps below to pair manually.

For Wireless Multimedia Mini Keyboard:

1. Press and hold down the ESC and Pause
Break keys simultaneously until the LED
starts blinking.

2. Release the keys and insert the the USB
receiver to a USB port.




3.

LED off means pairing is successful.

For Wireless Mouse:

1. Uninstall the battery of the mouse, press
and hold down the right and scroll button
simultaneously, then reinstall the battery.

2. Release the mouse buttons, and the Optical
sensor will start blinking. The mouse is
ready to be paired.

3. Insert the USB receiver into a USB port,
when the Optical sensor turns to steady
light, pairing is successful.

Embedded Numeric Keypad

To enable the embedded numeric keypad, press
the NumLock key. The blue characters of the
numeric keypad will be active and the alpha
characters are disabled.

To type the alpha characters while the
embedded numerick keypad is enabled, press
and hold down the Fn key while typing the
appropriate alpha character.

Note: To return to normal keyboard
operation, press NumLock key to turn
off NumULock.
